Parking issues at the new housing development at Station Road – to be referred to WMDC

Concern that permissible footpaths at Welbeck should be formalised – Kevin Fisher of WMDC Corporate Landlord confirmed that they were beginning work on this process and would be making representations to the Public Rights of Way Officer.

There was a request to see plans of final levels and landforms for the restoration of Welbeck – It was confirmed that these would be shown on slides later in the meeting.

Concern was raised about plans to sell off sections of land at Welbeck – There were no plans to dispose of any of the Welbeck land - It was confirmed that the landfill operations would continue until 2023 with restoration until 2025. There were currently small parcels of land being handed back to the District Council and there may be some land leased to farmers while restoration is ongoing.
